The AST is for fuelling vehicles associated with on-going construction activities. Due to the temporary nature of the AST, it is
not considered to result in an APEC.

Due to the distance from the Phase One property and/or the cross-gradient location with respect to the inferred groundwater
direction (north-northwest), neither the garages at on Cedarow Court nor the former gas station at 5835 Hazeldean Road
were determined to result in APECs.

The Qualified Person who oversaw this work, Mark McCalla, P.Geo., does not recommend that a Phase Two ESA be conducted
as no APECs were identified.

The Qualified Person can confirm that the Phase One Environmental Site Assessment was conducted per the requirements
of Ontario Regulation 153/04, as amended, and in accordance with generally accepted professional practices.

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The scope of work for the Phase One ESA consisted of the following activities:

Reviewing the historical occupancy of the Phase One property through the use of available archived and relevant
municipal and business directories, fire insurance plans (FIPs), topographical maps, and aerial photographs;

Reviewing municipal and provincial records to determine whether activities that have occurred within the Phase
One study area pose a potential environmental concern to the Phase One property;

Obtaining an Ecolog Environmental Risk Information Services Ltd. (ERIS) report for the Phase One property and
surrounding properties within a 250-metre radius of the Phase One property;

Reviewing available geological maps, well records and utility maps for the vicinity of the Phase One property;
Obtaining a search of land title and assessment rolls for the Phase One property;

Conducting at least one reconnaissance of the Phase One property and surrounding properties within a 250-metre
radius of the Phase One property in order to identify the presence of actual and/or potential environmental
contaminants or concerns of significance;

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3.1 Phase One ESA Study Area Determination

The Phase One study area comprises the Phase One property and surrounding properties wholly or partly within 250 metres
of the property boundaries. The 250-metre radius was used to gain an understanding of the current and past uses of
surrounding properties to determine whether such uses may have contributed to subsurface environmental impacts at the
Phase One property.

According to the City of Ottawa GeoOttawa on-line mapping tool, the Phase One property is zoned AM — Arterial Main Street.
Properties along Hazeldean Road are also zoned Arterial Main Street. The north adjacent property (Poole Creek) is zoned
Open Space. Properties to the north of Pool Creek are zoned for residential development.

The Phase One study area is shown on Figure 2 in Appendix C.

3.2 First Developed Use Determination

Based on a review of historical aerial photographs, historical maps, and other records, it appears that the Phase One property
has never been developed.

3.3 Fire Insurance Plans

No fire insurance plans are available for the Phase One study area.

3.4 Chain of Title

As part of the 2018 Phase One ESA, a title search conducted by Read Abstracts. The chain of title indicates that the property
was registered in 1851 and was subsequently transferred between twelve individual owners until December 1980, at which
time the Phase One property was registered to Kewal Dilawri. Title was then transferred to Twin Star Holdings in 1985 and
was subsequently transferred to various holding companies until it was registered to Canada Mortgage and Housing
Corporation (CMHC) in 2017. Title was registered to NLG 2011 Inc. in December 2018 and was subsequently transferred to
NLG LP Ones (the current owner) in December 2022.

A copy of the title search is included in Appendix C.

At the time of these investigations the site was vacant and undeveloped. An automotive garage was observed on the
neighbouring site to the west (3 Cedarow Court) and an automotive sales business was observed 50 m to the southwest (2

Cedarow Court). Due to the inferred northwesterly groundwater flow direction and the fact that there were no below ground
structures such as underground storage tanks or in-ground hydraulic hoists observed at the automotive garage, no areas of
potential environmental concern (APECs) were identified.

In 2015, EXP completed a Phase One and Two ESA for a former service garage and gasoline station located at 5835 Hazeldean
Road, approximately 170 m west of the subject site. No soil or groundwater impacts were identified during the assessment.

The following geotechnical reports pertaining to the phase One property were reviewed:

1. Paterson Associates, Geotechnical Investigation, Proposed Mixed-Use Development. Wellings of Stittsville - Phase 2,
20 Cedarow Court, Ottawa, Ontario, March 2019

Twenty-nine boreholes were advanced at the Phase One property. Surficial geology generally consisted of clay overlying
glacial till. Limestone bedrock was present between 1.5 and 4.0 metres below ground surface. Groundwater was present
between 2.5 and 3.5 metres below ground surface. The direction of groundwater flow was to the north-northwest.

3.6 Environmental Source Information

Information pertaining to the Phase One property was obtained by reviewing documents that are available to the public
through municipal and provincial sources. EXP did not identify the need to contact any federal agencies.

Written responses from regulatory agencies and copies of documents obtained via searches are provided in Appendix D.

3.6.1 Ontario Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks Records

Records pertaining to the site were requested from the Ministry of the Environment, Conservation and Parks (MECP) through
the Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FOI).

No records were found pertaining to the Phase One property. The MECP response is included in Appendix D.

3.6.2 Historical Land Use Inventory

As part of the 2015 Phase One ESA, records pertaining to the site were requested from the City of Ottawa for the Historical
Land Use Inventory (HLUI) through the Municipal Freedom of Information and Protection of Privacy Act (FOI).

The property at 23 Cedarow Court (10 Cedarow Court) was listed as a the Cedarow pumping station. This property is located
approximately 50 m west of the Phase One property, and therefore is not considered an APEC. In addition, this pumping
station was removed in 2020.

The property at 5 Cedarow Court was listed as an auto garage, however this property only appears to have operated as a car
wash and is therefore not considered a concern to the site.

An auto garage was listed at 3 Cedarow Court (PCA #10 — Commercial autobody shops). Due to the cross-gradient location
from the Phase One property, this is not considered to result in an APEC.

An updated HLUI request was submitted to the City of Ottawa on January 20, 2023. A response has not yet been received.
The HLUI response from 2015 is included in Appendix D.

3.6.3 Environmental Registry

On January 20, 2023, the MECP Environmental Registry website was searched for postings in the vicinity of the Phase One
property. The following records identified for properties within the Phase One study area:

Multiple permits to take water (PTTW) were issued in the Phase One study area between 2008 and 2021
associated with servicing and foundation excavations for residential development.
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Environmental Compliance Approval (ECA) for industrial sewage was issued for stormwater management systems
at 5835 Hazeldean Road and 5 Orchard Drive.

All of the records are associated with commercial/residential development in the Phase One study area and do not represent
an environmental concern to the Phase One property.

3.6.4 Environmental Access

On January 20, 2023, the MECP Environmental Access website was searched for postings within the Phase One study area.
The following records were found:

Multiple PTTWs were issued in the Phase One study area between 2008 and 2021 associated with servicing and
foundation excavations for residential development.

Two CAs and six ECAs for municipal and private sewage works were issued for properties on Cedarow Court, Orchard
Drive and Hazeldean Road for stormwater management systems and/or the construction of sanitary sewers.

All of the records are associated with commercial/residential development in the Phase One study area and do not represent
an environmental concern to the Phase One property.

3.6.5 Hazardous Waste Program Registry

On January 18, 2023, the Resource Productivity and recovery Authority (RPRA) Hazardous Waste Program (HWP) Registry
website was searched for registered waste generators within the Phase One study area. The HWP registry replaced the MECP
Hazardous Waste Information Network (HWIN) as of January 1, 2023. No records for the Phase One area were found.

3.6.6 Records of Site Condition
On January 19, 2023, the MECP Brownfields Registry website was searched for postings of Records of Site Condition (RSC)
within the Phase One study area. No records for the Phase One area were found.

3.6.7 Coal Gasification Plants

Documents entitled Inventory of Industrial Sites Producing or Using Coal Tar and Related Tars in Ontario prepared by the
MECP and Inventory of Coal Gasification Plant Waste Sites in Ontario prepared by Intera Technologies Ltd. were reviewed.
There were no coal gasification plants identified within the Phase One study area.

3.6.8 PCB Storage Sites

Documents entitled National Inventory of PCBs in Use and PCB Wastes in Storage in Canada, 2003 Annual Report prepared
by Environment Canada and Ontario Inventory of PCB Storage Sites prepared by the MECP were reviewed. No records
pertaining to PCB storage sites were identified within the Phase One study area.

3.6.9 Waste Disposal Sites

Documents entitled Old Landfill Management Strategy, Phase 1, Identification of Sites, City of Ottawa, Ontario prepared by
Golder Associates Ltd. and Waste Disposal Site Inventory prepared by the MECP were reviewed. No former landfills or waste
disposal sites were identified within the Phase One study area.

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3.6.10 Street Directories

As part of the 2015 Phase One ESA, records pertaining to the site were requested from the EcoLog Environmental Risk
Information Services (or EcoLog ERIS) for the municipal street directories in the Phase One study area. EcoLog ERIS is an
environmental database and information service provider. City directories were reviewed to identify the occupancy history
of the Phase One property and closest neighbouring properties for potential environmental concerns. Directories between
1993 and 2011 were reviewed.

Based on a review of the city directories, an automotive garage was identified at 3 Cedarow Court (PCA #10 — Commercial
autobody shops). Due to the cross-gradient location from the Phase One property, this is not considered to result in an APEC.

3.7 Ecolog ERIS Database Search

A search of provincial and federal databases for records pertaining to the Phase One property and properties within the Phase
One study area was conducted by EcolLog ERIS. EXP has confirmed neither the completeness nor the accuracy of the records
that were provided. A summary of the more significant findings is provided below. A copy of the EcolLog ERIS report is
provided in Appendix E.

In addition to the databases outlined above the following entries from the EcoLog ERIS report were reviewed and summarized
below:

e Ten CAs and ECAs was listed for air emissions, and municipal and private sewage works (stormwater management
systems and storm and sanitary sewers) in the Phase One study area.
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e The Water Well Information System identified 11 well records in the Phase One study area. Six of the records were
for water supply wells installed between 1956 and 1975. As there are now municipal services in the Phase One study
area, it is likely that these wells are no linger in use. The remaining records were for monitoring wells.

An automotive garage was identified at 3 Cedarow Court (PCA #10 — Commercial autobody shops). Due to the cross-gradient
location from the Phase One property, this is not considered to result in an APEC. No other PCAs were identified in the Phase
One study area.

3.8  Physical Setting Sources

3.8.1 Aerial Photographs

Aerial photographs dated 1976, 1984, 1991, 1999, 2005, 2011, 2017, 2019 and 2021 were available for review on the City of
Ottawa website. An aerial photograph dated 1955 was request from ERIS. The following table summarizes the development
and land use history of the Phase One property and adjacent properties as depicted on the reviewed aerial photographs.
Copies of the aerial photographs are provided in Appendix F.

1976 The Phase One property appears to agricultural, and part of the farm the that is located west adjacent to the site.
Hazeldean Road is present, and properties to the south of the Phase One property appear to be mainly residential. The
remainder of the properties in the Phase One study area appear to be mostly agricultural land.

1984 The Phase One property and study area appear similar to the 1976 aerial photograph.

1991 The Phase One property remains vacant. Cedarow Court is present to the west of the Phase One property, and the
automotive garage is present at 3 Cedarow Court. Properties in the Phase One study area appear similar to the 1984
aerial photograph.

1999 The Phase One property and study area appear similar to the 1991 aerial photograph.

2005 Additional commercial buildings have been constructed along Cedarow Court. The Phase One property and remainder
of the study area appear similar to the 1999 aerial photograph.

2011 The Phase One property and study area appear similar to the 2005 aerial photograph.
2017 The Phase One property and study area appear similar to the 2011 aerial photograph.
2019 The Phase One property appears similar to the 2017 aerial photograph. Minor fill piles and construction equipment are

being stored on the asphalt turn around. The retirement residence is under construction to the east of the Phase One
property, as is a commercial strip mall to the southeast. The remainder of the properties in the Phase One study area
appear similar to th2017 aerial photograph.

2021 A gravel parking lot is present on the west part of the Phase One property. Construction on the retirement home and
the commercial buildings to the east and southeast has been completed.

Based on the review of the aerial photographs, no additional PCAs were identified in the Phase One study area.

3.8.2 Topography, Hydrology, Geology

Bedrock and surficial geology were reviewed via the Google Earth applications published by the Ontario Ministry of Energy,
Northern Development and Mines. The bedrock geology application is available via www.mndm.gov.on.ca/en/mines-and-
minerals/applications/ogsearth/bedrock-geology and was last modified on March 19, 2018. The surficial geology application
is available via www.mndm.gov.on.ca/en/mines-and-minerals/applications/ogsearth/surficial-geology and was last modified
on May 23, 2017.
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Based on these applications, bedrock in the general area of the Phase One property consists of interbedded limestone and
dolostone of the Gull River Formation. Native surficial soil consists of Champlain Sea clay to fine textured glaciomarine
deposits. The ground surface is approximately 103 metres above sea level (masl).

Previous investigations indicate that the surficial geology in the area generally consists of clay overlying glacial till. Limestone
bedrock was present between 1.5 and 4.0 metres below ground surface.

3.8.3 Fill Materials

As the Phase One property has never been developed, it is unlikely that significant quantities of fill material are present on
the site. Minor amounts of fill were encountered during previous investigations in the vicinity of the asphalt turnaround. No
other fill was present on the Phase One property.

3.8.4 Water Bodies and Areas of Natural Significance

Poole Creek borders the Phase One property to the northwest. Based on the proximity to Poole Creek and the topography of
the site, the inferred groundwater flow direction in the Phase One study area is to the northwest. Also based on the previous
geotechnical investigation the groundwater flow direction is to the northwest.

There are no Area of Natural Significance (ANSI) within the Phase One study area, according to the Ministry of Natural
Resources and Forestry Natural Heritage website (www.gisapplication.Irc.gov.on.ca/mamnh/Index.html).

3.8.5 Well Records

The Ontario well records website (https://www.ontario.ca/page/map-well-records) was accessed. Eleven well records were
identified within the Phase One study area. Six of the records were for water supply wells installed between 1956 and 1975.
As there are now municipal services in the Phase One study area, it is likely that these wells are no linger in use. The remaining
records were for monitoring wells, one of which was for monitoring wells installed on the Phase One property.

Well records indicate that the surficial geology in the area generally consists of clay overlying glacial till. Limestone bedrock
was present between 1.5 and 4.0 metres below ground surface.

There are no oil, gas, or salt wells within the Phase One study area, according to the Qil, Gas & Salt Resources Library
(maps.ogsrlibrary.com/wells/).

3.9 Site Operating Records

No site operating records were available for review.
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Interviews were conducted by EXP with the individuals identified to be the most knowledgeable about both the current and
historical Phase One property uses. The purpose of interviews is to obtain information to assist in identifying areas of potential
environmental concern and identify details of potentially contaminating activities or potential contaminant pathways, in, on
or below the Phase One property.

Ms. Angela Mariani, representative for NLG LP One (o/a Wellings of Stittsville Inc.) was interviewed via email on January 27,
2023. NLG LP One (formerly NLG 2011) has owned the Phase One property since 2018.

Ms. Mariani indicated that she is unaware of any environmental issues with regards to the Phase One property.

Former site owners historically interviewed for previous environmental investigations also were unaware of any
environmental issues with the Phase One property.

Responses to other questions were made during site reconnaissance and are discussed in section 5.0.
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5.1 General Requirements

On January 19, 2023, Ms. Leah Wells, of EXP conducted the site visit. The site visit was conducted in accordance with EXP’s
internal health and safety protocols and with the Ministry of Labour health and safety regulations. The purpose of the site
visit was to assess the current conditions of the Phase One property.

The general environmental management and housekeeping practices at the Phase One property were reviewed as part of
this assessment insofar as they could impact the environmental condition of the property; however, a detailed review of
regulatory compliance issues was beyond the scope of EXP’s investigation.

Observations of the subject property and surrounding properties were made. The site reconnaissance began at approximately
8:30 a.m. and lasted approximately % hour. The weather was approximately -2°C and overcast. Adjacent properties were
observed from within the grounds of the Phase One property, as well as publicly accessible areas. Photographs documenting
the site visit are included in Appendix G.

5.2  Specific Observations at the Phase One Property

5.2.1 Buildings and Structures

There were no buildings on the Phase One property. Excavation in preparation of site development has begun on the site,
and two temporary construction trailers were present on the Phase One property.

5.2.2 Site Utilities and Services

There are no services currently present on the Phase One property. Future development will be serviced by municipal water
and sewer.

5.3  Storage Tanks

5.3.1 Underground Storage Tanks

No underground storage tanks (USTs) were observed on the Phase One property and there was no evidence of historical UST.

5.3.2 Above Ground Storage Tanks

A fuel oil above ground storage tank (AST) was present on the site near the construction trailers (PCA #28 — Gasoline and
associated products in fixed tanks). The AST is for fuelling vehicles associated with on-going construction activities and does
not represent an AEPEC.

5.4  Chemical Storage Handling and Floor Condition

No chemicals were observed on the Phase One property.

5.5  Areas of Stained Soil, Pavement or Stressed Vegetation

No areas of significant staining of soil were observed on the Phase One property. It is noted that the majority of the Phase
One property was snow covered at the at the time of EXP’s site visit.

5.6  Fill and Debris

Minor amounts of fill were encountered during previous investigations in the vicinity of the asphalt turnaround. No other fill
was present on the Phase One property.

5.7  Air Emissions

Regulatory control of air emissions in Ontario is the responsibility of the MECP. According to the Environmental Protection
Act (EPA), an ECA (Air) is required for the ongoing operation of any equipment that may discharge a contaminant into the
natural environment if the equipment was installed, modified or altered after June 29, 1988.

The Phase One property is undeveloped. No air emissions were identified at the time of the site visit.

5.8 Odours

No strong odours were present during the site visit.

5.9 Noise

No excessive noise was heard during the site visit.

5.10 Other Observations

There were no pits and lagoons, no railways or spurs and no unidentified substances observed on the Phase One property.

5.11 Special Attention Items, Hazardous Building Materials and Designated Substances

The Phase One property has never been developed therefore, there was no evidence of any special attention items,
hazardous building materials or designated substances (asbestos, ozone depleting substances, lead, mercury, polychlorinated
biphenyls (PCB), urea formaldehyde foam insulation, mould, or other special attention substances).

5.12 Abandoned and Existing Wells

A monitoring well was observed on the north side of the Phase One property, near Poole Creek.

5.13 Roads, Parking Facilities and Right of Ways

Vehicular access to the Phase One property is provided from Cedarow Court or Wellings Private.

5.14 Adjacent and Surrounding Properties

A visual inspection of the adjacent properties and properties within 250 m of the Phase One property was conducted from
publicly accessible areas to identify the occupants and document the uses and sources of potential environmental concerns
that may impact the Phase One property. Refer to Figure 2 in Appendix C for the adjacent land uses.

The following land uses border the Phase One property:
North: Poole Creek, followed by residential;
West: Commercial (martial arts studio, car wash, auto garage);

East: Residential (retirement home); and
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South: Vacant land followed by residential.

5.15 Enhanced Investigation Property

Ontario Regulation 153/04 defines an enhanced investigation property as a “property that is used, or has ever been used, in
whole or in part for an industrial use or any of the following commercial uses: a garage; a bulk liquid dispensing facility, including
a gasoline outlet; or, for the operation of dry-cleaning equipment.”

Therefore, in accordance with Regulation 153/04, the property is not considered to be an enhanced investigation property.

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6.1 Current and Past Uses

Based on a review of historical aerial photographs, historical maps, and other records, it appears that the Phase One property
has never been developed.

Poole Creek borders the Phase One property to the northwest. Based on the proximity to Poole Creek and the topography of
the site, the inferred groundwater flow direction in the Phase One study area is to the northwest. Also based on the previous
geotechnical investigation the groundwater flow direction is to the northwest.

6.4.3  Areas of Natural Significance

There are no ANSI within the Phase One study area.

6.4.7 Underground Utilities

There were no underground utilities on the Phase One property. Future development will be connected to the municipal
water and sewer systems.

6.4.8 Subsurface Stratigraphy

Bedrock in the general area of the Phase One property consists of interbedded limestone and dolostone of the Gull River
Formation. Native surficial soil consists of Champlain Sea clay to fine textured glaciomarine deposits. The ground surface is
approximately 103 metres above sea level (masl).

Previous investigations indicate that the surficial geology in the area generally consists of clay overlying glacial till. Limestone
bedrock was present between 1.5 and 4.0 metres below ground surface.

6.4.9 Uncertainty Analysis

The CSM is a simplification of reality, which aims to provide a description and assessment of any areas where potentially
contaminating activity that occurred within the Phase One study area may have adversely affected the Phase One property.
All information collected during this investigation, including records, interviews, and site reconnaissance, has contributed to
the formulation of the CSM.

Information was assessed for consistency, however EXP has confirmed neither the completeness nor the accuracy of any of
the records that were obtained or of any of the statements made by others. All reasonable inquiries to obtain accessible
information were made, as required by Schedule D, Table 1, Mandatory Requirements for Phase One Environmental Site
Assessment Reports.

'Site Report Summary'-Project Property'- This section lists all the records which fall on the project property. For more details, see the 'Detail Report'
section.

'Site Report Summary-Surrounding Properties'- This section summarizes all records on adjacent properties, listing them in order of proximity from the
project property. For more details, see the 'Detail Report' section.

Map Key: The map key number is assigned according to closest proximity from the project property. Map Key numbers always start at #1. The project
property will always have a map key of '1' if records are available. If there is a number in brackets beside the main number, this will indicate the number
of records on that specific property. If there is no number in brackets, there is only one record for that property.

The symbol and colour used indicates 'elevation”: the red inverted triangle will dictate 'ERIS Sites with Lower Elevation', the yellow triangle will dictate
'ERIS Sites with Higher Elevation' and the orange square will dictate 'ERIS Sites with Same Elevation.'

Unplottables: These are records that could not be mapped due to various reasons, including limited geographic information. These records may or
may not be in your study area, and are included as reference.
