Further to your request, Paterson Group Inc. (Paterson) conducted a Phase I 

Environmental Site Assessment (ESA) Update for a vacant piece of land at the corner of 

Palladium Drive and Campeau Drive, herein referred to as the Phase I Property. This 

report updates a Phase I ESA entitled “Phase I Environmental Site Assessment, Vacant 

Property, Palladium Drive at Campeau Drive, Ottawa, Ontario” prepared by Paterson, 

dated November 16, 2018.  

This report is intended to meet the requirements for an updated Phase I ESA, as per the 

MECP O.Reg 153/04, as amended. This update is to be read in conjunction with the 2018 

report. 

Background 

The site is located directly east of the intersection of Palladium Drive and Campeau Drive 

in Ottawa, Ontario. The Phase I ESA Property is currently undeveloped grassed land 

slated for commercial development. It is situated in an area of recent development for 

mixed land use purposes; land use on the nearby properties is generally commercial or 

undeveloped, with a commercial retail outlet centre present immediately east of the Phase 

I property. Residential properties are present further northeast and southeast.  
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Previous Engineering Reports 

❑ ‘Phase I – Environmental Site Assessment – Vacant Property, Palladium Drive and 

Campeau Drive, Ottawa, Ontario’, dated November 16, 2018, prepared by Paterson 

Group; 

The 2018 Phase I ESA did not identify any potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) on-

site or within the Phase I study area. No further investigation was recommended at that 

time. 

Site Conditions 

A site visit was conducted on September 2, 2021. The Phase I property is currently 

undeveloped, as shown on Drawing PE5438-1 – Site Plan. The Phase I property is 

comprised of vacant grassed land that has never been developed. Adjacent property use 

includes a retail outlet centre (Tanger Outlets) immediately east, a commercial hotel to 

the north across Campeau Drive, and vacant undeveloped land to the southeast, across 

Palladium Drive. 

The local topography is generally flat, while the regional topography in the general area 

of the site slopes northeast toward the Carp River, approximately 1.4 km to the northeast 

of the Phase I property. Site drainage consists of infiltration. No private sewage systems 

or potable water wells were identified on the Phase I property, nor are any suspected. 

Evidence of electrical and water/sewer services were observed along Campeau Drive 

and Palladium Drive. 

A visual assessment of the adjacent properties did not reveal any concerns to the Phase 

I Property. Surrounding land use is illustrated on Drawing PE5438-2 – Surrounding Land 

Use Plan. 

Updated Records Review 

A request was submitted to the MECP Freedom of Information office for information with 

respect to reports related to environmental conditions with respect to the Phase I property. 

A response from the MECP FOI office had not been received at the time this update was 

issued. However, a copy of the response will be forwarded to the client, should it contain 

any pertinent information. A copy of the MECP FOI request is included in the Appendix.  

The TSSA, Fuels Safety Branch in Toronto, was contacted electronically on September 

3, 2021, to inquire about current and former underground storage tanks, spills and 

incidents for the site and neighbouring properties. No records are listed in the TSSA 
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registry for the general area of the site. A copy of the TSSA correspondence is appended 

to this report. 

An updated HLUI request was submitted as part of this assessment.  At the time this 

update was issued, a response had not been received, however, a copy of the response 

will be forwarded to the client, should it contain any pertinent information. A copy of the 

HLUI request is included in the Appendix.  

A 2018 HLUI from an adjacent property was reviewed as part of the assessment. Based 

on the 2018 HLUI, no potentially contaminating activities (PCAs) were identified on the 

Phase I property. The report did include several historical land uses outside of the Phase 

I study area, including sand and gravel pits and stone quarries, a paving company, and a 

ready mix concrete company, operating along Carp Road. Based on their distance from 

the subject site, these land uses are not considered to have the potential to impact the 

site. No PCAs were identified in the Phase I study area. 

An ERIS (Environmental Risk Information Service) report was obtained for the Phase I 

ESA Property and surrounding lands. It did not identify any records related to the Phase 

I ESA Property. The report identified records within the Phase I study area, including one 

O.Reg. 347 waste generator, geotechnical borehole records, well records, a permit to 

take water, one certificate of approval, and two environmental compliance approvals. 

None of these records are considered to represent potentially contaminating activities 

within the Phase I study area. No potable well records were identified in the Phase I study 

area. No potential environmental concerns have been identified with respect to the Phase 

I property. The ERIS report is appended to this Phase I ESA Update. 

Update Conceptual Site Model 

Based on the above-noted records and the site visit, no changes have been made to the 

site or adjacent properties that are considered to result in areas of potential environmental 

concern on the Phase I ESA Property. Based on these findings, it is our opinion that a 

Phase II ESA is not required. 

Statement of Limitations 

This Phase I Environmental Site Assessment Update report has been prepared under the 

supervision of a Qualified Person, in general accordance with Ontario Regulation 153/04, 

as amended, under the Environmental Protection Act. The conclusions presented herein 

are based on information gathered from a limited historical review and field inspection 

program.  
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The findings of the Phase I ESA Update are based on a review of readily available 

geological, historical, and regulatory information and a cursory review made at the time 

of the field assessment. 

Should any conditions be encountered at the site and/or historical information that differ 

from our findings, we request that we be notified immediately in order to allow for a 

reassessment.   

This report was prepared for the sole use of Suncor Energy Products Inc.  Permission 

and notification from Suncor Energy Products Inc. and Paterson will be required to 

release this report to any other party.

In an interview with ministry investigators, Mr. Passmore denied giving Taggart
verbal approval to pump in excess of 50,000 litres per day. Taggart Construction Limited, Paterson Group Inc. and 
Mr. Passmore were charged following an investigation by the Ministry of the Environment's Investigations and 
Enforcement Branch.

The project
property will always have a map key of '1' if records are available. If there is a number in brackets beside the main number, this will indicate the number
of records on that specific property.

The symbol and colour used indicates 'elevation': the red inverted triangle will dictate 'ERIS Sites with Lower Elevation', the yellow triangle will dictate

Unplottables: These are records that could not be mapped due to various reasons, including limited geographic information. These records may or
may not be in your study area, and are included as reference.
