WITH ALL PERTINENT CODES AND

10. ALL TREES WITHIN 1M OF
UNDERGROUND UTILITY TRENCHES

11. REMOVE ALL PROTECTIVE WRAPPING
FROM TREE TRUNKS AFTER
INSTALLATION.

12. STAKING OF TREES SHALL ONLY BE

13. ENSURE THAT MULCH IS PULLED BACK
