Landscaping and Parking

(a) In the case of a planned unit
development consisting of detached,
linked-detached, semi-detached, three-
unit or townhouse dwellings, or any
combination thereof, all lands located
between the dwelling unit or oversize
dwelling unit, the extension of the main
wall of the dwelling unit or oversize
dwelling unit, and the private way are to
be landscaped with soft landscaping,
other than the area used for a driveway
leading to the dwelling unit’s associated
parking space, garage or carport.

(b) In no case may any dwelling unit or
oversize dwelling unit located within a
planned unit development that has its
own driveway leading to its associated
parking space, garage or carport have a
driveway that is wider than the
associated parking space, garage, or
carport. Furthermore, the remaining
area between the dwelling unit or
oversize dwelling unit and the private
way must be landscaped with soft
landscaping, with the exception of a
walkway of no more than 1.25 metres in
width.
