IN HEIGHT, AND BE CONSTRUCTED OF RIGID OR
FRAMED MATERIALS (E.G. MODULOC « STEEL,PLYWOOD
HOARDING, OR SNOW FENCE ON A 2"X4" WOOD FRAME)
WITH POSTS 2.4m APART, SUCH THAT THE FENCE
LOCATION CANNOT BE ALTERED. ALL SUPPORTS AND
